Qu 1 
Clue: An attractive drive from Woolsthorpe?

Answer:  Newton Avenue

Explanation: Newton (law of universal attraction) born at Woolsthorpe; drive = Avenue

Qu 2 
Clue:  Tough Cockney, endless wag and half-back, meets girl regularly in Sussex

Answer:  Hardwick Grove

Explanation:  Hove in Sussex; tough (hard) in Cockney = ‘ard; wag = wit, endless = ‘wi’; half back = ‘ck’; girl regularly = ‘gr’
Qu 3
Clue:  Ref vile aggro, Dez was troubled losing fight
Answer:  Grizedale Grove
Explanation:  Troubled (anagram) of ‘ref vile aggro’ losing fight (f), i.e. delete ‘f’
Qu 4
Clue:  Hollywood perhaps, with Brando acting out Bond regularly
Answer:  Bowland Road*
Explanation:  Hollywood ‘Bowl’; Brando acting (anagram) with Bond (B) out leaves ‘rando’;  Bond regularly = ‘od’
* Question master’s apologies: this anagram would yield ‘Bowland Rood’, but I hope you’ll forgive the error
Qu 5:
Clue:  ‘Races banned’ in force, with foul aroma between end of March and start of December
Answer:  Nottingham Road
Explanation:  Races banned = No TT; force = g, hence in force = ‘ing’; foul (anagram of) ‘aroma’ between end March = ‘h’ and start December = ‘d’
Qu 6;
Clue:  Four points highlighted in central Scarborough reorganisation poster
Answer:  Brownes Road
Explanation:  Four points = WNES; central Scarborough = ‘rboro’, reorganised = bro - - - ro; poster = ‘ad’
Qu 7:
Clue:  Add our goals to interpret this
Answer:  Douglas Road
Explanation: Anagram of ‘ add our goals’

Qu 8
Clue:  Only short time working in Jordan’s interior
Answer:  Butt Road  
Explanation:  Only = but; short time = ‘t’; Jordan’s interior = ‘orda’, working (anagram) = Road
Qu 9
Clue:  First waiter in European port regularly yearns about love in London school
Answer:  Brewsters Close
Explanation:  First waiter (w) in Brest (European port) = Brewst; regularly yearns = ‘ers’; about = ‘c’; love = ‘o’ in LSE (London school)
Qu 10
Clue:  Studios lose ‘woo’ factor, sack top executives and replace with folk spurning kitsch
Answer:  Pinfold
Explanation:  Pinewood loses ‘woo’ to leave Pined; sack (get rid of) top executives (e); replace ‘e’ with ‘folk’ less ‘k’, i.e. ‘fol’
Qu 11
Clue:  Spotted perhaps on campaign
Answer:  Kestrel Drive
Explanation:  Spotted kestrel; campaign = drive
Qu 12
Clue:  Young singer endlessly took it to arrive first
Answer:  Willow Road
Explanation:  Young singer = Will (Young), endless = ‘Wil’; I’ll take the ‘low road’ and be in Scotland afore ye
Qu 13
Clue:  Agitated soldier with power over the unknown
Answer:  Tansy Way
Explanation:  Soldier = ant, agitated (anagram) = ‘tan’; power = sway, over unknown (y); hence syway
Qu 14
Clue:  Attorney handles no end of scandal in department of southern France
Answer:  Garden Road
Explanation:  Attorney = DA, handles no end of Enron scandal = ‘enro’, gives ‘denroa’; in Gard (Southern France)
Qu 15
Clue:  Place to nurture the fruits of learning?
Answer:  Welbeck Grove
Explanation:  Welbeck (College) = place of learning; fruits nurtured in a grove 
Qu 16
Clue:  Mixed cargo and nitrogen carried by the French
Answer:  Long Acre
Explanation:  The French = Le; mixed (anagram of) cargo and n (nitrogen) = ‘ongacr’

Qu 17
Clue:  Mental dangers after daily replaces border in conium
Answer:  Charlock Gardens
Explanation:  Mental (crazy, i.e. anagram) dangers = Gardens;  daily = char, replaces border (hem) in conium (hemlock) = charlock
Qu 18
Clue:  Frantic solicitor loses it among sportsmen regularly
Answer:  Priors Close
Explanation:  Frantic (anagram) ‘solicitor’, less ‘it’, becomes ‘iorsclo’; among sportsmen regularly, i.e. ‘prse’, i.e. Priors Close
Qu 19
Clue:  Mahler found love, forsook Austrian origin and recomposed, to meet debt we hear
Answer:  Holme Road
Explanation:  Mahler gains ‘o’, loses Austrian origin ‘a’, recomposed becomes ‘holmer’; debt = owed, sounds like ‘oad’
Qu 20
Clue:  Acid discovered in polluted oases
Answer:  Ash Close
Explanation:  Acid = hydrochloric (HCl), in polluted (anagram) ‘oases’, i.e. ‘asose’
