Qu 1 
Clue: We hear the loot’s buried in Campbell Wood

Answer:  Glendoe Grove

Explanation: Campbell (singer) = Glen; Wood = Grove; ‘doe’ sounds like ‘dough’ (we hear) = loot, buried between

Qu 2 
Clue:  Mary lost two-fifths of her sheep before hurst

Answer:  Quantock Grove

Explanation:  Mary = Quant; two-fifths of sheep (flock) = ‘fl’, leaves ‘ock’; hence Quantock; hurst = Grove
Qu 3
Clue:  They lost unknown total in river crossing on first night, we hear
Answer:  The Paddock
Explanation:  ‘They’ lost unknown (y) leaves ‘The’; total = add; in river Po = ‘Paddo’; crossing = c; first night (we hear) could be first knight = k
Qu 4
Clue:  Boat left in Kierkegaard’s shelter
Answer:  Dark Lane
Explanation:  Kierkegaard = Dane; Boat = ark; left = l; so boat left = ‘arkl’, sheltered, i.e. inside Dane
Qu 5:
Clue:  Prod a cert horse that’s playing up
Answer:  Porchester Road
Explanation:  Playing up = anagram of ‘Prod a cert horse’
Qu 6;
Clue:  Career properly near here
Answer:  Speedwell Close
Explanation:  Career = Speed; properly = well; near = Close 
Qu 7:
Clue:  Scramble under a cover, ah
Answer:  Orchard Avenue
Explanation: Scramble = anagram of ‘under a cover ah’

Qu 8
Clue:  John embraced Hazel after first celebrating Ben honoured 
Answer:  Church Street  
Explanation:  First celebrating = C; Ben = hur; honoured = ch (Companion of Honour); gives Church; John = St; embraced Hazel = tree, gives Street, after
Qu 9
Clue:  Ointment test leads to Dora’s confusion
Answer:  Balmoral Road
Explanation:  Ointment = Balm; test = oral; Dora’s confusion = anagram of ‘Dora’ = Road

Qu 10
Clue:  Hasty weapon dismantled
Answer:  Stanhope Way
Explanation:  Dismantled = anagram of ‘Hasty weapon’

Qu 11
Clue:  Flightless town houses my small time release from pardon
Answer:  Banes Road
Explanation:  Town = Broadstairs; flightless (without stairs) leaves Broad; houses pardon = amnesty, with ‘my’ and small time ‘t’ released, leaves ‘anes’

Qu 12
Clue:  Sir Nigel’s crazy about battered fish
Answer:  Mallard Close
Explanation:  Sir Nigel’s (Gresley) locomotive (loco = crazy) was Mallard; about (circa) = ‘c’; battered (anagram) fish (sole) = lose; hence Close
Qu 13
Clue:  We hear it’s building up
Answer:  Abbey Road
Explanation:  Building = Abbey; up = rode (as on horse), sounds like ‘road’
Qu 14
Clue:  Lawyer and men retreat behind my invasion of the galaxy 
Answer:  St Mary’s Road
Explanation:  Lawyer = DA; men (other ranks) = OR, hence DAOR; retreat = ROAD, behind; galaxy = stars; ‘my’ invasion = st(m)ar(y)s ; St Mary’s
Qu 15
Clue:  Consumer taking first ride in US city was heard to travel  
Answer:  Nursery Road
Explanation:  Consumer = user; taking first ride (r) = ‘urser’, in US city New York (NY) = Nursery; travelled = rode; sounds like ‘road’
Qu 16
Clue:  Our dart whirled over the earth
Answer:  Rutland Road
Explanation:  The earth = land; ‘Our dart’ whirled = anagram, leading to ‘Rut’ and ‘Road’, over ‘land’

Qu 17
Clue:  Boarding, for example, before first light, pursued by headless invader  
Answer:  School Lane
Explanation:  ‘Boarding’ is example of ‘School’, before first light (l), followed by invader Dane, without head ‘D’, leaves ‘ane’
Qu 18
Clue:  President retired – e’s off - snakes regularly, half decent in endless run
Answer:  Banks Crescent
Explanation:  President = Abe (Lincoln), retired = Eba; e’s off leaves ‘Ba’; snakes regularly = ‘nks’; hence Banks; half decent = ‘cen’ in endless Cresta (Crest) leaves Crescent

Qu 19
Clue:  California songbird making tracks to Somerset
Answer:  Cherry Street
Explanation:  Cher = female singer (songbird) from California; on railway (RY); to Street (large village/small town in Somerset)
Qu 20
Clue:  Cream endlessly whipped amid damaged tangelos
Answer:  Long Acre East
Explanation:  Cream endless = crea, whipped (anagram) = Acre; amid damaged (anagram of) tangelos = Long and East
