Satellite Navigation Systems (SNS) and Radar Detector Devices (RDD)


These are ‘must have’ devices  – for thieves too!


If you have a detachable SNS or RDD in your vehicle, please follow this advice:


Take it with you whenever you leave your vehicle, even for short periods of time. It will take only a few seconds to steal


Don’t hide it in the vehicle – thieves will spot the mounting bracket and look for it


Consider registering the device with IMMOBILISE database (formerly MEND) at � HYPERLINK "http://www.immobilise.com" ��http://www.immobilise.com�.  It’s free and you can register all your mobile equipment on it.


If stolen, contact the manufacture and arrange for it to be disconnected.











 





Garden sheds


Make your shed too safe to crack!  Take simple preventive measures:


Replace screws on exposed hinges with dome head coach bolts


Use a heavy-duty hasp and staple with coach bolts and locking nuts


Use a heavy-quality hardened steel padlock of the close shackle type to prevent it being cut off


Fit metal grills to windows secured into metal plates inside the shed


Prevent thieves from seeing inside – board up the windows or fit net curtains


Fit a shed alarm – these can be purchased at discount through your co-ordinator


Chain valuable items together and secure to a fixed solid anchor point


Security code as many items as possible – we can advise/help you – ring Gordon 01949 838365


Take photos of valuable items - they can be used to identify stolen property.





Mobile phones


Record the following details and keep them in a safe place, separate from your phone:


  ·Fascia details	   · Phone number     · Serial/IMEI number       · PIN number


Your IMEI number (15 digit serial number) can be accessed by keying *#06# into your phone or by looking behind the phone battery


Register your phone with your network operator


Use your phone responsibly – avoid crowded areas or where you might feel unsafe


If stolen, report your number to your network operator and to the police – the handset can be barred on all networks and will be useless to thieves
