Other facts:
· Every year there are over 1 million burglaries and attempted burglaries

· In a road, the burglar will choose the property without visible signs of security, such as security lighting or alarm bell boxes, over those with such devices

· Most burglaries are committed by opportunist thieves who spot an open door, window, or valuables on display

· 70% enter through a door, almost all the rest through a window

· In 27% of cases there are two offenders

· 20% take place in the afternoon, 10% in the morning; most occur after dark, with more in the evening (32%) than during the night (23%)
· Only half of victims have their stolen property insured

· Victims are emotionally affected in over 80% of all burglaries.
