                                                   Pedlar’s Certificate
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Doorstep confrontations with pedlars can sometimes be an uncomfortable experience.  Any person selling legitimately door to door must carry and show you his/her golden-yellow pedlar’s certificate issued by Nottinghamshire Police.  The certificate is 20cm (8in) wide by 21cm (8.25in) high and must be signed and dated, with a photograph of the holder in the bottom right corner.  Persons trying to sell at your door without this particular certificate are committing an offence.  You are strongly advised to refuse their approaches and – especially if they are aggressively persistent or rude – report the incident to Bingham Police, with details of the place, time and description of the individual(s) concerned.
