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LOCK UP TO KEEP BURGLARS OUT

Residents are being urged to lock up their homes following a series of ‘walk-in’ burglaries. 

In the last 12 months (up to 14 April), there were 240 burglaries in the West Bridgford and Ruddington areas. In 56 of cases residents had left doors or windows unlocked – more than 23 per cent. 

In the rest of the borough a further 206 domestic burglaries occurred, 57 of which were due to insecurities - a figure of nearly 28 per cent. 

Inspector Philip Hallam, of Rushcliffe South Neighbourhood Policing area, said: “Every year we advise people to ensure their homes are secured against burglars. 

“All this upset, loss and trauma can be avoided if homeowners follow police advice. It costs nothing to ensure that a door or window is locked and I urge all residents to take such precautions.

“Burglars will often sneak into houses even if the occupants are at home. You will often not hear them or know they have been until you notice that items are missing and then it is too late.”

Police advise residents to ensure their homes are secure at all times and to consider fitting an intruder alarm to deter burglars. Use timer switches to make it appear as if someone is at home, and post code your property so that it is identifiable.
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
